PRIMARY ELECTION

Mark your calendar now for the upcoming pri-
mary election and pass the word! Many people fail
to recognize the importance of primaries and conse-
quently the voting tallies are low, but be aware —
primaries are very important!!

It is in the primary election that your vote has the
most impact. It is here that all individuals seeking
nomination come forward and you are given the op-
portunity to pick the candidate who best represents
you and your issues. Your vote will help get them on
the ballot in the November general election.

When you vote in the primary you will be asked
to choose a Democratic or Republican ballot. You
are NOT “registering” for a party - party registration
does not exist in Illinois. You are helping select a
candidate for that party. In November your ballot
will have nominees from both parties on the ballot so
that is when you will elect either the Democrat or
Republican to represent you.

In this mailing you will see a partial sample ballot
for each political party. It designates incumbents
who represent you now in the district in which you
reside and a list of candidates who have offered
themselves as challengers for that office.

This is a “mid-term” election so you will be vot-
ing for congressional representation, state constitu-
tional and legislative offices.
